The officiating team is required to arrive in Tulsa and check in at the Southern Hills Marriott by
5:00 p.m. on March 15. All officials attend the tournament Tip-Off Banquet as guests of the NAIA
at the Marriott on the 15th at 7:00 p.m. A mandatory meeting with the Tournament Committee and
the supervisor of officials will be held immediately following the banquet in the hotel. General
information, instructions and first round assignments will be covered at this meeting.

Your assignments will be based on the following guidelines:

I. Tuesday - Thursday, March 16-18, all officials will work two games on each day for a total
of six games (first and second rounds).

2. Friday - March 19, each official will work one game (quarterfinals). After the quarterfinal
games - six (6) officials will be released after assignments on March 19.

3. Six officials will be assigned to the semifinals on March 20, and will be evaluated. The top
four rated officials will be selected to work the championship on Monday, March 22. The
top three will be assigned to the game and the number four official will serve as the back-up
(bench) official.

I wish to submit this letter on behalf of Burney Jenkins in support of his nomination for
the Kentucky High School Athletic Association Hall of Fame.

I have had the privilege of working with Mr. Jenkins throughout a thirty-five year
relationship. Burney’s devotion to high school sports officiating is widely known across
Kentucky. However, it is not just his involvement in sports officiating that exalts his
standing among the participants in scholastic sports. For three decades he committed
much of his life to being a coach, instructor and leader of young boys and girls in his
beloved Georgetown, K'Y youth football programs. For over two decades he also
managed and administered the summer’s aquatics programs for the youth (and adults) of
Scott County. In a day and time when the world is looking for role models in the
African-American community, Burney Jenkins filled that need with outstanding
leadership and service.

Nevertheless, when one thinks of Mr. Jenkins, one cannot do so without focusing on his
unparallel officiating accomplishments over a thirty-five year career. Multiple times he
has been a KHSAA championship tournament official in the sports of baseball, basketball
and football. Not only has he been on the court or field in those events, but on several
occasions he received the coveted assignment for the Championship Game. Along with
John “Scoop” Brown, he is widely considered Kentucky’s outstanding African-American
high school sports official of our current times.

Not many individuals have been as committed to high school sports as Mr. Jenkins. He
has continued to exemplify that with his current responsibility as a KHSAA Supervisor of
Basketball Officials for the 8” Region. Burney, from the outset, was aggressive in his
leadership efforts to provide 8™ Region schools with quality basketball officiating. He is
one of the premier trainers of officials in Kentucky and has gained the respect of the
schools he serves, not to mention the cadre of officials with which he works year-round.
